A WORD FROM THE DEAN

Origins of the Faculty of Sport and Physical Education of
the University of Belgrade go as far back as 1939. Eighty years
of striving to reach excellence in education and sport have
passed (from the School of Physical Education of the Kingdom
of Yugoslavia, over the State Institute for Physical Culture -
Drzavni institut za fiskulturu - DIF , the Great School, up to the
Faculty) and for a brief moment, we shall remember them all
today. Members of our trade, “Difovci” forever, will remember
with sadness and with pride the founders of the organized
and institutional education of professionals and teachers in
the field of physical education and sport, but also the scien-
tists and researchers, several of whom set the foundations of
our science and profession. Professors and students of the
Faculty have shown not only excellent professional results,
but also high human qualities, especially in turbulent times
that fell upon us during these eighty years (the Second World
War, post-war renewal, 1968, the breakup of the SFRY etc.).
In such conditions, so characteristic for our area, the Faculty
was always standing firm and undeterred, despite turbulent
periods that implied various obstacles. The ultimate criterion
has always been profession / science, and the goal - to strug-
gle for improvement of the profession / science and thus the
advancement of our students, colleagues, athletes, the young
and, in the widest senses, our nation. Hence, the Faculty still
believes that the organized and systematic physical activity
is our primary need, and the quality higher education in this
field is a strategic priority of our state, because it will certainly
lead to healthier nation.

Naturally,
during all these years, the Faculty has constantly cooperat-
ed with the relevant institutions in Serbia, line Ministries (of
Education and Sport), professional associations, the Olympic
Committee of Serbia (former Yugoslavia), the Sports Union of
Serbia, professional associations of professors of physical ed-
ucation, professional sports associations, sports clubs, schools
and faculties. As a member of the University of Belgrade, the
most prestigious and oldest higher education institution in
Serbia, the Faculty gives full contribution to its development
and international rating both in the teaching and research
fields. The Shanghai ranking included the Faculty, same as
the University of Belgrade among the top 300 best world
universities..

Our students make the best and most beautiful image of
our faculty. They, before all ensure the undisputed public re-
spect for our Faculty. A large number of students have studied
at the Faculty in these eighty years. In the last decade, there
have been approximately 1600 students in each year of stud-
ies. Some of them established physical education and many
sports branches in the territory of former Yugoslavia. In par-
ticular, there are many who achieved top international sports
results, mainly as athletes and coaches. Together with them,
there is an army of professors of physical education, unknown
to the general public, who, working in schools, unselfishly care
for the healthy and proper development of our young genera-
tions every day. In addition, it can be said that there is no cor-
ner in the world where our former students cannot be found
as affiliated experts, be it Europe, Russia, the Middle East,
China, Australia or the United States and South America. They
work as teachers and professors in schools and universities,
sports coaches, recreational organizers, therapists, scientists,
researchers, sports managers.

1. UNIVERSITY OF BELGRADE

The University of Belgrade is the oldest and largest high-
er education institution in Serbia. The development of the
University began in 1808, when Dositej Obradovic founded
the Great School, so this year the University of Belgrade cele-
brates 210 years of its existence. In that period, there were var-
ious social crises, but it was only during the Second World War
that the University did not work. Although the core activities
of the University of Belgrade are higher education and scien-
tific research, which are of great public interest, the University
has proven to be an open, free and autonomous institution.

This state university has 31 faculties and 11 scientific
institutes. Approximately 85,000 students acquire their ed-
ucation by attending some of the 357 available study pro-
grams accredited for undergraduate, master, specialist or
doctoral studies. High quality of teaching at the University
of Belgrade was confirmed by a large number of awards.
However, the best quality indicators are students’ achieve-
ments and excellent results in prestigious world and
European competitions in all fields of science. It is not easy
to list all of the University graduates recognized nationally
and globally in their fields.

The University of Belgrade played a very important role
in the development of higher education in Serbia (and the
former Yugoslavia). Under the auspices of the University of
Belgrade, new Serbian universities and university centres were
founded: Novi Sad, Kragujevac, Ni$ and Pristina. Various forms
of cooperation with national institutions, public enterprises,
businesses, cultural, sports and other organization have been
developed. There is also very active cooperation with numer-
ous universities from all over the world, as well as with various
international associations. The University is a member of the
European and International Association of Universities, which
enables extensive international exchange of both teachers
and students. An important confirmation of the quality of the
University of Belgrade is its ranking among the top 300 uni-
versities in the world in the prestigious Shanghai list.

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2. THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE
FACULTY OF SPORT AND PHYSICAL
EDUCATION OF THE UNIVERSITY
OF BELGRADE (1938-2018)

Autonomy acquired in 1830 together with the right to
open schools in the Principality of Serbia, led to the strong
development of education: a large number of secondary and
primary schools were opened, and physical exercising (“tele-
upraZenije”) quickly appeared in their curricula. At that time
there were no educated teachers for this subject in Serbia,
so in the late 19* and early 20" century the idea was born
to open an institution to educate gymnastics teachers in the
Kingdom of Serbia.

ATTEMPTS AND BEGINNINGS OF TEACHER TRAINING
FOR PHYSICAL EDUCATION INSTRUCTION IN THE
PRINCIPALITY OF SERBIA

Immediately upon the introduction of PE classes into the
curricula, first of secondary (1844) and then primary schools
in the Principality of Serbia (1868), it was clear that without
educating proper staff, it would be impossible to realize the
instruction.

The most important person for introducing physical ed-
ucation into primary schools was the Minister of Education
Dimitrije Mati¢, who in December 1868 sent a ,Letter to
Primary School Teachers” in which, among other things, he
suggested all teachers “should dedicate 3-4 classes a week out
of regular school time to gymnastics.” In early 1869, he estab-
lished a commission for the organization of all schools, which
decided to introduce gymnastics teaching as a compulsory
subject in primary and secondary schools, with at least two
lessons a week. The Commission suggested introduction of
gymnastics into all three years of the teacher training schools.

Should Be Taught” in 1871, which was a curriculum with di-
dactic and guidelines. At the end of the document, a separate
section stated: ,/In all four grades of male and female schools,
the physical exercises shall be taught”. That new approach in-
troduced compulsory PE classes and provided an equal status
with other school subjects.

The Minister of Education, Dimitrije Mati¢, at the end of
1871, decided that, during the summer school holidays in
1872, a one-month course for selected teachers should be
held in Kragujevac in order to raise the level of the teachers’
professional qualifications.

The lectures of that course were delivered by the pro-
fessors of Teacher Training School in Kragujevac, while the PE
or rather gymnastics classes were taught by Petar Predragovic,
the teacher of gymnastics at grammar school and Teacher
Training School in Kragujevac. For the purpose of this course
he had prepared a,Gymnastics Syllabus for the primary school
teachers”, which was divided into 18 classes and included
everything that was necessary to realize the gymnastics cur-
riculum in primary school. This course, held in July 1872, was
attended by 75 teachers. The same course was held in 1873 in
Kragujevac, and again it was delivered by Peter Predragovic.
Based on those courses, Peter Predragovi¢ wrote a handbook
A Brief Guide for Teaching Gymnastics in Primary Schools”, ap-
proved by the Ministry of Education and published in 1,000
copies.

SECONDARY SCHOOL PE TEACHER TRAINING IN THE
PRINCIPALITY AND THE KINGDOM OF SERBIA

At the time when physical education teaching was intro-
duced in primary and secondary schools, the first ideas about
gymnastics that appeared were based on the knowledge
about the Sokol movement and sport. Realization of those
ideas required expert staff, not existing in Serbia of that time.

The initiative of a young physician Dr Vladan Dordevic,
the head of the Health Department of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs, led to foundation of the Belgrade Society for

Gymnastics and Fighting (1882) and one of his goals was ,to
prepare teachers of gymnastics (at its own expense).” A special
Commission of the Society was formed and the athletes of the
Society who wanted to work in schools as gymnastics teach-
ers had to take examinations before that Commission. In this
way, the Society was the forerunner of institutions for physical
education teacher training.

Serbian Army officers as teachers of gymnastics and military
exercises in schools of the Kingdom of Serbia (1882-1890)

The main Educational Council decided to entrust the
teaching of gymnastics and military exercises to the officers
of the Serbian army on February 10%, 1882. Two months lat-
er (on April 20", 1882), the Minister of Education sent the
,Gymnastics and Military Exercise Programs in Grammar
Schools, Secondary Schools and Teacher Training Schools”
with the request to introduce it and teach in each school. He
also provided a list of gymnastic apparatus. Till the begin-
ning of the 1882/83 school year he appointed teachers in all
schools - officers who would teach the subject. Teaching took
a form of military exercise, which was not acceptable for high
school students. It was similar to classical military training, and
teacher-officers paid attention to the part of the program tak-
en from military exercises. This slowed down the development
of gymnastics and quickly became a burden both for schools
and students. For these reasons, military exercises were aban-
doned in schools in 1890.

Training of gymnastics teachers (teachers of physical educa-
tion) in civil gymnastics societies

Throughout the entire 19" century, primary and sec-
ondary schools, as well as civic gymnastic societies in the
Principality and the Kingdom of Serbia, did not have appro-
priate professionally trained teaching staff. The development
and strengthening of the Belgrade Society for Gymnastics and
Fighting, later called the Belgrade Knights Association ,Dusan

Silni” (Dusan the Mighty) resulted in the fact that, after passing
the exams for gymnastics teachers, members became second-
ary school teachers. Since they had difficulties in realizing the
school curriculum, at the end of the 19" century there were
proposals for opening appropriate schools, similar to those
existing in other developed European countries. This proposal
was sent to the Minister of Education dr Popovi¢, the physician
(on May 24, 1904), who demanded opening the ,Physical
Education Department of Youth” with a 6-month courses for
teachers of physical education.

Establishment and work of the Gymnastics school in Belgrade

In April 1905, the Ministry of Education decided to start
preparations for the opening of the ,Gymnastics School” in
Belgrade and appointed a Committee to develop the project
of the school. Sreten Stojkovi¢, the director of the Grammar
school in Belgrade, was appointed the Committee President.
The Committee worked for more than a year and, on the ba-
sis of the experiences of similar schools in Austria and Prussia,
in November 1906 they submitted the following documents:
Rules for a six-month gymnastic course; Physical Exercise
Instructions and Physical Exercise Program to the Ministry of
Education.

At the end of November 1907, the Ministry of Education
passed an act on opening of the School of Gymnastics (the
Course for preparing gymnastics teachers) and appointed nine
members of the Board', whose president was Milivoje Simi¢, the
director of the Second Belgrade High school. The Committee
prepared the Rules of the School of Gymnastics, Curriculum,

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Rules on grading and the timetable and proposed a list of teach-
ers and managers of the School of Gymnastics. The Ministry of
Education approved the Curriculum and appointed eight teach-
ers (in January 1908), after which the School of Gymnastics in
Belgrade started working in May 1908.

Only the Serbian citizens not younger than 18 and not old-
er than 25 years of age, who completed at least six grades
of secondary school, teacher training school, trade academy,
painting or music school were admitted as the course partici-
pants. The School’s rules stipulated a curriculum that encom-
passed theoretical and practical lessons limited to 30 hours a
week. Theoretical and practical instruction was compulsory.
It was envisaged that attendees who completed the School
were to be appointed physical exercise teachers in secondary
schools, and two students with the best achievement would
be sent for further training in a European country.

The first generation of Gymnastics School, which started
working on May 1%, 1908, had 20 attendants, two of which
were women. Lectures were completed on October 29*, and
the exams were held from 15 to 5" November 1908. Ten par-
ticipants, including two women, graduated from the School
and they were the first teachers of physical education (gym-
nastics) educated in the Kingdom of Serbia, and were imme-
diately employed in secondary schools in several towns in
Serbia. Until the beginning of the First World War, physical ed-
ucation in primary and secondary schools of the Kingdom of
Serbia was introduced as a compulsory subject and the need
for professional staff was increasing.

The Sokol gymnasts — the teachers of gymnastics

The appearance of the Sokol movement at the end of
the 19" century in the Kingdom of Serbia established a re-
lationship of cooperation between schools and the Sokol
movement. The arrival of the Sokol gymnasts from the Czech
Republic was a significant expert help. They organized prac-
tice according to the Sokol system, in the Sokol societies as
gymnastics teachers (frontmen), and at the same time they
were sent to schools as teachers.

At the beginning of the 20* century, the Sokol movement
was introduced as a system of physical exercise by the deci-
sion of the Ministry of Education and the Sokol program was
accepted as a curriculum of physical education, so the need
for teachers was solved by engaging the Sokol frontmen in
teaching.

The connection between the Sokol movement and phys-
ical education continued after World War |, so in September
1919, the Ministry of Education opened the position of the
»administrative assistant of physical education” for Miroslav
Vojinovi¢ (Frantisek Hofman), the well-known Czech “Sokol”
worker and an expert in this field.

Immediately after the creation of a unique Yugoslav
Sokol organization, courses for working in the Sokol associa-
tions were set up, but also for teaching physical education in
schools. The first Federal Frontmen Course was held in 1920
in Ljubljana, the Second one in 1926, followed by the Third
Course (for female members only) and the Fourth Course in
1927.

The Ministry of Education of the Kingdom of the Serbs,
Croats and Slovenes designed the Curriculum for Teaching
Physical Education in Secondary schools (15t - 4% grade)
in 1925, which was done according to the Sokol gymnas-
tics system and the title of the subject was ,Gymnastics and
Children’s Games".

To overcome the lack of professional staff, a ,One-Year
Training Course for Gymnastics Teachers” was organized in
Belgrade in 1927/28. It was attended by 33 participants, 9 of
which were females. It was a generation of teachers who com-
pleted their teacher training studies that year.

The People’s Ministry of Physical Education was founded
in 1932, as the highest ,supervisory authority over all organi-
zations”. They regulated physical education in schools, as well
as establishment of ,institutions aimed at physical education
of the people” The Law on Compulsory Physical Exercise was
adopted in January 1934. In order to improve the quality of
professional work in physical education teaching, the Ministry
established permanent commissions for professional exami-
nations for gymnastics teachers in 1937.

80 YEARS (1938-2018)

Due to the lack of professionally qualified personnel, re-
peate requests were made to establish a teacher training
institution of higher or faculty level. The People’s Ministry
of Physical Education planned to open a one-year school in
1935, but it was not until 1938 that it was put into practice.

FACULTY OF SPORT AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION
(1938-2018)

In its eighty-year-long existence, the Faculty has under-
gone different developmental phases, changing years of stud-
ies, curricula and names, consequently to become an institu-
tion worthy of admiration and respect.

One-year Teacher Training Course for Teachers of
Physical Education in Schools

Having examined the long-standing need for qualified
professional staff and proposals for the establishment of a
vocational school, the Minister of the Ministry of Physical
Education of the People of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia, dr
Buji¢, approved by the Minister of Education Magarasevi¢, on
July 18™, 1938, brought The Rulebook on the ,,One-year course
for preparing teachers of physical education schools”. At the
same time, the Curriculum with 25 teaching subjects was en-
visaged, and was taught by the following teachers after the
opening of the One-year course:

80 YEARS (1938-2018)

Falcons building Belgrade home, once upon a time

Belgrade, 27 Deligradska Street, and it was in this building that
the institution worked until 1968, changing names, years of
studies and teaching programs. Milivoje Vuk Araci¢, head of
the People’s Ministry of Physical Education, on the invitations
to the ceremony wrote: The official opening of the School for
Physical Education.

The school worked two semesters, and final exams were
conducted from June 25™ to July 17, 1939, after which the
majority of 49 participants who completed the course were
assigned to secondary and teacher training schools as PE
teachers.

School for Physical Education

Recognizing the need to expand the vocational training
program for teachers, the Minister of the People’s Ministry
of Physical Education, during the first year of the One-Year
Course, prescribed the ,Decree on the School for Physical
Education” on the 24™ March, 1939. Based on the Decision of
the Ministerial Council, the School for Physical Education was
established with its seat in Belgrade. Milivoje Vuk Araci¢ was
appointed Acting Rector of the School for Physical Education.

35 male and 21 female students were
enrolled. However, the beginning of the
World War Il and the immediate war danger, which threat-
ened the Kingdom of Yugoslavia forced the Minister of
Physical Education to decide to dissolve the School of Physical
Education, on the March 31t 1941. The April war of 1941
against the Kingdom of Yugoslavia, and its occupation, ended
the regular education of students of physical education, but
the work of the School was not terminated, as the School for
Physical Education continued to exist administratively.

Organizing the Physical Education Courses

Twenty days after the liberation of Belgrade (November
11%, 1944), School for Physical Education continued its work,
gathering teachers and preparing for the organization of
~physical education courses”. Teachers of the School organ-
ized the first course, regardless of the onging Second World
War in Yugoslavia.

80 YEARS (1938-2018)

The first course was held from March 15t - 16™, 1945 and
it was attended by 69 participants. After the liberation of
Yugoslavia and the end of World War Il, in the course of 1945,
two other courses of that kind were organized: the second
course, attended by sixty participants, lasted from June 14"
to 24, 1945. The third course lasted from July 20™, till August
28" and was attended by one hundred participants.

Continuation of the School of Physical Education

The Ministry of Education of the Democratic Federative
Yugoslavia made the decision on the establishment of the
One-Year Higher Course and delivered it to the Rector of the
School on July 18", 1945. Reduction of the duration of the
studies for one year resulted from a great and urgent need for
faster training of the necessary professional staff in the field
of physical culture. On July 19%, 1945, they sent an announce-
ment for enrolment of participants to this course.

During August and September, the entrance exam was
held and started in the school year 1945/46, for which the de-
finitive curriculum was adopted at the beginning of October,
followed by the ,Instructions for internal work” and the
,Decision on admitting 61 candidates for regular school at-
tendants of the School for Physical Education”. In October and
November another 11 plus three students were admitted, so
the total number of students was 75.

Most of the teachers who taught in this school year
were teachers from 1938 and 1939 (B. Poli¢, V. Smodlaka, J.
Kavci¢, M. Nisavi¢, M. §epa, S. Radovanovi¢, V. Stevanovic,
D. Stevanovi¢), but the new ones were also employed (Olga
Skovran, Dr. Radmilo Anastasijevi¢, Zivojin Jovanovi¢, Zoran
Zujovi¢, Stevan Englbreht, Kosta Popovi¢, Anton Luksic).

State Institute of Physical Culture (DIF)

Recognizing the need for professional staff in the field
of physical culture (physiculture), the Government of the
Federal People’s Republic of Yugoslavia passed the ,Decree on
the State Institute of Physical Culture (DIF)” on July 16" 1946
which abolished the School for Physical Education and estab-
lished the State Institute of Physical Culture.

In this way, it was recognized that it
reached the level and rank of other faculties of the University
of Belgrade.

In 1964/65 school year, the first postgraduate studies were
organized for 16 students.

The first doctoral dissertation in the field of physical ed-
ucation was defended by professor Nikola Kureli¢, teacher of
this school, in May 1965 at the Academy in Warsaw and he be-
came the first doctor of science in this field at the Faculty and
in Yugoslavia.

In September 1968, after thir-
ty years of work in the building
of the former Sokol Centre of the
Sokol movement in Belgrade, the
School moved to a new building in
Kosutnjak.

Faculty of Physical Education

The Assembly of the Socialist
Republic of Serbia passed the
Law on the Faculty of Physical
Education on December 11%,
1968, providing that the College of
Physical Education in Belgrade shall
continue its work as the Faculty of
Physical Education.

Thus the long-lasting efforts of
teachers, students and employe-
es, their hard work and achieved
results were awarded. The Faculty
became the highest university
teaching and scientific institution,
and from December 11%, 1985,
this date is marked as the Faculty
anniversary.

In addition to the existing teaching-scientific work at the
Faculty, new forms of training of professional staff for sports
and sports recreation and other organizational units were
formed:

1) Two years of higher education, starting from the school
year 1974/75

2) The Centre for education of coaching staff, where ama-
teurs were trained for sports and sports recreation.

3) The Centre for Physical Education of Students at the
University of Belgrade, was founded at the Faculty in 1969 and
organized PE classes at all faculties of the University of Belgrade,

4) The Centre for School Sport, founded at the Faculty
in early 1978, which provided professional assistance to the
Alliance of Olympic Sports Games of the school youth of
Serbia.

5) The Museum of Physical Culture was founded in the
first years of our Faculty’s work after the Second World War,
which, after the death of prof. Borivoje Jovanovi¢, professor of
History of Physical Culture, was transformed into the Museum
Collection of History of Physical Culture. At the beginning
of 1979, the Museum Collection of the History of Physical
Culture grew and with the financial assistance of the Republic
Committee for Physical Culture and the History Commission,
the Archive and Museum of History of physical culture, was
transformed into the Museum of Physical Culture of Serbia.

Faculty for Physical Culture / Faculty of Physical Culture

The Faculty of Physical Education changed the name into
the Faculty for Physical Culture in 1987, to incorporate all
activities of the Faculty with a new name, in all segments of
physical culture (physical education, sport, sports recreation).

In 1990 the Faculty changed its name into the Faculty of
Physical Culture, and retained it for the next ten years. In this
period the Faculty underwent intensive reforms, primarily as
for the structure of the studies including thus the curriculum
and the syllabi. The Reform Committee worked very hard and
elaborated a new curriculum of the four-year studies which
was adopted at the end of the decade. The beginning of the
nineties of the last century marked the intense improvement

Laboratory was formed, the Faculty took over publishing of
the Journal “Physical Culture’, and the “Yearbook” was revived.
The Faculty was permanently engaged in envisaging impor-
tant legislative documents (Law on Physical Education, Law on
Primary Education, Law on Secondary Education, and Law on
University). To continue developing physical education and
sport at the University, the Faculty founded the University
Department for PE of the Belgrade University Students.

In May 1990 an agreement on construction of open courts
of the Faculty was signed. In June 1997 the cornerstone of the
multifunctional hall of the Faculty was laid.

The Nineties were marked by large number of students
from Greece who studied at our Faculty. Many of them still
show their attachment to the Faculty confirmed also by the
existence of the association of Greek students of our Faculty
“DIF 80". This association is in contact with many students
from Serbia, and they organized several visits to our Faculty.
During 1990s, there were many students from the parts of
the former SFRY inflicted by the war, first of all from Croatia
and Bosnia and Herzegovina who arrived here and studied
at the Faculty.

Faculty of Sport and Physical Education

In 2000 the Faculty of Physical Culture changed its name
into the Faculty of Sport and Physical Education which is
still used. It was not merely cosmetic and hasty change but
the result of serious rethinking of the Faculty staff. The idea
was to make the Faculty name recognizable in line with the
tendencies in the development of profession and science
similarly to other relevant faculties in Europe. First, the new
curriculum had the first two core years of studies that sub-
sequently were directed to three distinctive paths: Sport,
Physical Education and Recreation. However, in 2003 new
curriculawere adopted, and they enabled students to acquire
knowledge and opt for one of the two distinctive profiles:

physical education and sport. Besides, a significant number
of new subjects appeared, such as: Fundamentals of Sport
of the Youth (Children’s sport), Analytics and Diagnostics,
Technology of Sports Training, etc.

Significant changes in the reformed higher education in our
country marked the beginning of the 21+ century. Involvement
into the European “family” of universities meant the adjustment
of the higher education system to standards of the Bologna
process. To become part of the European Higher Education
Area meant that the curricula, i.e. academic titles, as well as
the mobility of students, teachers and the workforce based on
it, were mutually consistent and recognizable. In line with the
above, in 2006, the curricula were harmonized with the Law on
Higher Education according to the principles of the Bologna
Declaration. The reforms that occurred at the Faculty logically
followed the decades of innovations of curricula, while retain-
ing their authenticity, given the experience on which our insti-
tution was built. The organization of studies in accordance with
the Bologna Declaration resulted in the current six study pro-
grams, particularly emphasising doctoral studies, which greatly
contributed to the improvement of results in scientific and re-
search activities of teachers, associates and students.

The past decade was marked not only by the activities and
reforms within the Faculty, but also by the activities outside it,
in all segments, physical education, sports, recreation. Teachers
of the course Theory and Methodology of Physical Education
have made a significant contribution to the improvement of
physical education in our educational system, by engaging
in commissions for development and designing of PE syllabi.
They participated as team members in the following projects:
Monitoring and Improvement of Educational Standards for the
end of Primary Education - IPA 2011 project; General Education
and Human Capital Development (Ministry of Education
and Science of the Republic of Serbia and the Institute for
Evaluation and Quality in Education, 2013) and ,Development

implemented in the teaching practice of physical education.
Since 2010, the authors have also organized the programs ap-
proved by the Institute for Improvement of Education, making
a significant contribution to the continuous professional de-
velopment of PE teachers. They are chairs of the commissions
that organize exams for obtaining a license for work in educa-
tion. They were engaged as introductory lecturers at seminars
for the professional development of PE teachers within the
project ,Sport in Schools” realized by the Association for the
School Sport of Serbia.

National Education Council has adopted measures to
improve the health of children and youth by improving the
teaching of physical education, the document prepared by
the Interagency Working Group that included representatives
from several line ministries and professional organizations, as
well as teachers from the Faculty of Sport and Physical Educa-
tion, University of Belgrade.

After decades of been neglected, in 2006 mass sport, rec-
reation, sport for all, sports recreation were put high on the
social agenda and became one of the priorities of sports
movement in the Republic of Serbia, thanks to engagement
of our teachers of the subject Theory and methodology of rec-
reation. The Ministry of Education, Science and Technological

Cooperation is strengthened with the Ministry of Youth and
Sports of the Republic of Serbia, the Olympic Committee of
Serbia, the Sports Association of Serbia, Serbian Institute of
Sport and Sports Medicine, a large number of sports associ-
ations of different sports and sports clubs. The Faculty teach-
ers actively took part in achievements of top sports results
of Serbian athletes, as coaches, fitness trainers, members of
expert teams, sports director of the Olympic Committee of
Serbia, leaders of our Olympic mission in Beijing 2008 and Rio
(2012). Two Faculty projects with the Ministry of Youth and
Sports under the title: Engagement teaching and scientific per-
sonnel with the accredited state universities sports in the context

At the initiative of Vladimir Koprivica, PhD, a statutory
meeting of the “ALUMNI DIF BEOGRAD"” Association, with its
seat at the Faculty of Sport and Physical Education, Belgrade
University, was held on September 24" 2016. It was attended
by about forty former male and female students and profes-
sors, including the eldest ones, Pavle Opaski, PhD, and Leon
Lukman, PhD.The Association has been established in order to
improve the reputation of the profession, connect the gradu-
ates of the Faculty of Sport and Physical Education in Belgrade
as well as to promote and implement modern education in
sports, physical education and recreation. Thus, the FSPE has
become the third faculty of the University of Belgrade, besides
the Faculty of Law and the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering,
which has got its association of graduate students.

Today, the Faculty of Sport and Physical Education is a
higher education institution with the aim of educating com-
petent, independent experts and scientific professionals in ac-
cordance with the global trends of education, following and
respecting the requirements of the fundamentals of modern
education.

3.1 STUDY PROGRAMS

After many years of work on the changes, in 2008, the
Faculty of Sport and Physical Education accredited new curricu-
lain accordance with the principles of the Bologna Declaration.
The goals of the study programs stemmed from the examina-
tion of the state of science and profession in the country, as well
as the need for providing modern scientific and professional
staff in the field of physical education and sport.

After a six-year period, the curricula have been innovated
and aligned with current trends and applicable legislation,
therefore, since 2014, the Faculty has been educating stu-
dents in accordance with the new accreditation, which has a
validity period of seven years, i.e. from 15t October 2014 to 30t
September 2021.

Within this accreditation, the following types of studies
have been realized and classified in three levels:

Faculty has already started the activities regarding a new
accreditation cycle and the present study programs will be
reconsidered and analysed. The Faculty will implement the study
programs under the new accreditation starting from October
2021. The four-year work experience, according to the present
accreditation, enables a realistic perception of the effects of
education at all levels of studies. Possible directions of enhancing
the quality of existing study programs are moving towards
improvement of the curricula through reorganization of the
existing ones, changing the number of classes within individual
subjects and courses, possible reduction in the total number of
courses. Even more intensive linking of the teaching process with
the current practice in physical education, sport and recreation
has been planned and envisaged. The ultimate goal is to enable
students to study more effectively as well as to acquire state-
of-the-art knowledge in this field, which will enable them to
perform quality work upon the completion of the studies.

The current teaching staff of the Faculty is obliged, by
eight decades of educating professional staff in our field, to
respect the tradition as well as to keep up with the trends and
educate the top quality staff.

3.2, SCIENTIFIC AND RESEARCH ACTIVITIES

DEVELOPMENT OF SCHOLARS

We proudly emphasize that the Faculty is the leading in-
stitution in the development of scholars. The Doctoral Study
Program was first accredited for the academic year 2008/09,
entitled ,Experimental Methods of Researching Human
Locomotion” The purpose of the study program is to com-
plete the process of education of our students and to enable
them to acquire the highest rank in the field of physical ed-
ucation and sport. The doctoral study program has ensured
that a large number of young scientists acquire scientific com-
petences that enable them to independently conduct origi-
nal scientific research and develop new technologies. So far
24 doctoral dissertations have been defended from which 39
scientific papers were published in the journals listed in the
Science Citation Index. This process of development of schol-
ars for research in sport, physical education and recreation will
be one of the priorities of the Faculty in the future and will
be realized through the improvement of existing knowledge,
mastering and application of the latest scientific achieve-
ments and state of-the-art technologies, as well as through
more efficient development of personnel in the context of a
more successful realization and implementation of scientific
results into a wider social context.

Special attention is dedicated to the development of
young scholars particularly at doctoral studies, but also by
engaging graduate doctoral students into research projects.

SCIENTIFIC AND PROFESSIONAL CONFERENCES

The international annual scientific conference that brings
together a large number of researchers, mainly from European
institutions, and which addresses sport, physical education
and recreation topics from the perspective of social-human-
istic and biomedical sciences is held regularly at the Faculty
of Sport and Physical Education.

Scientific and professional public discussions, organized
by individual departments are the examples of practice that
greatly contributes to elaboration and improvement of cer-
tain specific topics and issues relevant for our practice and sci-
ence. Thus, within scientific conference “Effects of application
of physical activity on the anthropological status of children,
youth and adults” in 2012 there was a special Track and Field
session. Periodically, we organize very important and well-at-
tended meetings, such as the scientific meeting “160 Years
Since the Beginning of Organized Body Exercising (1857)
and “126 years since the Beginning of the Soko/ Movement in
Serbia (1891)", then the professional meeting entitled ,Days
of Milivoj Mati¢ — Relevant problems of theory and method-
ology of Physical Education’, as well as the First International
Nautical Scientific Conference “Voden 2017".

The Centre educates the staff of 2" (120 classes) and 3™
(240 classes) level of training for the professions of: sports in-
structor, sports operative coach, lifeguard, sports and recrea-
tion instructor for personal/group programs.

The largest number of attendants opts for the highest, 3
level of professional education, and those who complete it, have
the title of: operative coach in sport and sports and recreation
instructor of personal or group fitness programs.

For the profession of sports operative coach, we have been
realizing the programs for over 50 sports: basketball, football,
swimming, volleyball, handball, gymnastics, rhythmic gym-
nastics, rowing, kayak, skiing, dancing, shooting, orienteering
etc. The courses are held in cycles, twice a year, in spring and
autumn term.

Since its foundation fifteen generations have been en-
rolled, totalling 1307 coaches, 68 instructors and 45 lifeguards
who attended the classes, and even 1105 of them was award-
ed the Certificate of Advanced Training.

3.3.3. LIBRARY

“Each public library is the treasury of our common herit-
age called a book. Everybody can borrow from the library, and
therefore everybody should contribute to it, while nobody
should ever take away or steal anything from it". lvo Andri¢

The Library of the Faculty started working immediately af-
ter the foundation of the State Institute for Physical Culture,
back in 1946. Out of a small number of 1000 library items
in those days, it has grown into a significant organizational
and auxiliary scientific and teaching unit of the Faculty with
the rich library fund of approximately 25,000 library items. It
represents the oldest library, both in the former state (SFR of
Yugoslavia) which possesses valuable publications from the
field of physical education and sport, but also from the related
fields (medicine, psychology, sociology, pedagogy, philoso-
phy, art, history etc.).

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The library is primarily dedicated to students, teaching
staff, associates and the employees of the Faculty, but also
to all those who are interested in the field of physical educa-
tion and sport. It is included in the network of inter-librarian
cooperation and borrowing, both in the country and abroad.
The acquisition of the collection is done by purchase, dona-
tions or through the exchange of publications. In the past, the
exchange with our journal “Physical Culture” was developed
to such an extent that we used to receive more than 100 dif-
ferent journals and books from all over the world. Times have
changed and nowadays e-publications, that can be found on-
line, have replaced printed media.

With its spacious Reading room (equipped with comput-
ers) the library is a comfortable place for studying and work,
primarily for our students, but also users from other faculties
and universities. The Reading room is open from 8 am to 6 pm
every working day.

During its existence, the library has undergone many
changes in the way it operates. Instead of “printed” cata-
logues, which still exist in the shape of wooden or metal chest
of drawers, with neatly organized shelves: by name - author,
subject, professional catalogue, organized by UDK system,
the catalogue of diploma papers, master and doctoral theses,
in 2004 we started using the electronic catalogue COBISS.
Nowadays books can be searched for only in the e-catalogue.
We have 16,150 e-publications, i.e. we managed to enter the
entire Library fund into e-system.

The Library, with the most important search links, is avail-
able on the Faculty website. Together with the catalogue pro-
cessing in the COBISS system, we have improved our system
of borrowing, i.e. we have moved to electronic borrowing and
thus enabled our readers to find out the status of the publica-
tion they want to borrow, whether this is something they can
take out of the library or use it in the reading room, as well as
the due date for a book.

For a number of years the diploma papers and master the-
ses are kept only in electronic form in the PHAIDRA system in
order not to physically burden the shelves and the storage
area. Thus, together with 25,000 inventory units, there are
over 1,000 units entered into PHAIDRA, over 2500 of analyt-
ics and over 1,500 e-units entered into the e-system. Personal
biographies (of researches, professors and associates of the
Faculty) are also entered and regularly updated.

The work in this system is demanding and responsible, so
the employees in the Library improve their knowledge by at-
tending courses organized by the National Library of Serbia
and the University library “Svetozar Markovi¢’, thus obtaining
licenses for the respective segments of their work. The last
couple of years the Library operates with the full number of
employees (3) as it used to, at the very beginning of its activ-
ities. Three librarians work in two shifts and try very hard to
satisfy the most demanding critics and users of our library and
information services.

3.3.4 MUSEUM OF THE FACULTY OF SPORT AND
PHYSICAL EDUCATION

The origins of the Museum of the Faculty of Sport and
Physical Education of the University of Belgrade can be traced
back to 1946, when a professor of the then State Institute for
Physical Culture, Borivoje Jovanovi¢, started collecting ob-
jects related to the history of physical culture. However, when
it comes to the earliest period of its development, we should
bear in mind that the State Institute for Physical Culture was
situated in a building of the Soko/ Movement, where the mate-
rials for the envisaged Sokol Museum were kept in the attic. A
great deal of these objects was destroyed during the Belgrade
Offensive and it might be that the preserved museum exhibits
have been actually used as a cornerstone of today’s Museum,
which has been further built up.

Since 1964, Jovan - Vanja Petrovi¢, an archaeologist (also a
lecturer in the History of Physical Culture for some time) has
continued the work on the museum collection. The years of
efforts to create the conditions for storing, keeping and show-
casing the collected materials resulted in the opening of the
Serbian Museum of Physical Culture of the Faculty of Physical
Education in Belgrade in 1979, at the premises of the Faculty of
Physical Education in Belgrade.

During the following two decades, Stefan lli¢, PhD, a pro-
fessor of the History of Physical Culture, participated actively
in the work of the Museum. In the period between 2005 and
2018 the Museum was managed by Darko Mitrovi¢, PhD. Since
2018, this role has been assumed by Sladana Mijatovi¢, PhD.
The jobs and tasks of curators and expert associates were per-
formed by art historians Marija Pavlovi¢, PhD (2005-2010) and
Maja Andelkovi¢ (2011-2014), and lvana Mitrovi¢, an archae-
ologist (since 2011) who was permanently employed in 2015.

The name of this valuable treasury has been changed sev-
eral times over the years and today it bears the name that prob-
ably reflects best its affiliation and complexity - the Museum of
the Faculty of Sport and Physical Education of the University of
Belgrade. In regard to its emergence and development, under
the auspices of a higher educational institution, this Museum

which is currently unique in Serbia, has been classified into
a group of university museums. The Sports Museum of the
Faculty of Sport and Physical Education of the University of
Belgrade is presently the only museum of sport in the country,
thus proving once again that university museums play an in-
disputable role in the society.

The Museum’s dual nature, which simultaneously inter-
twines the history of science in sports and physical education
with the general history of the physical culture of Serbia and
beyond, is this extraordinary trait which reflects, probably to
the greatest extent, the importance of sport and physical edu-
cation in the society. Should we view this Museum’s character-
istic metaphorically through Boskovic's principles of nature and
continuity, the essence of this unique institution would become
clear, as this does not create an illusion, but provides an image
of a series of links between science, culture and sports.

The dichotomy, in the context of the Museum materials,
is becoming more expressed and it is constantly being trans-
formed, thus emphasizing the differences between scientific,
i.e. university and historical heritage that are often confront-
ed. The Museum, as an inseparable part of the Faculty, has
followed the cultural matrix postulates imposed by the devel-
opment of the society and the state, throughout the decades
of its existence. The Museum has played an important role as
an integrative factor which preserves and represents the most
supreme social ideals, manifestly sublimating sport and cul-
tureinits activity. In the early 1990s, the Museum experienced
its own transition and transformation, which occurred simul-
taneously with the reinforcement of the role of scientific and
university heritage in the world.

Over the last decade, by applying a classical concept where
the central place is occupied by an exhibition that serves dec-
orative and promotional purposes, the emphasis has been
placed on an interactive, multimedia approach based on the-
matic research, which changes our perspectives with regard
to already known phenomena. The new approach, character-
ized by disciplinary and multidisciplinary activities in cooper-
ation with various bodies and institutions, has also changed
the concept of science in sport among wider audience as well.

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In a strictly professional sense, it is exactly this approach
which has ensured the Museum regular membership in the
Universeum, the European academic heritage network,
bringing the Faculty of Sport and Physical Education into
the company of the world best universities, such as Oxford
and Cambridge. Since the beginning of the millennium, the
Museum has been cooperating with numerous prominent in-
stitutions and individuals.

A documentation centre project has been realized in co-
operation with the Serbian Olympic Committee, and during
this project 30000 units of the museum material have been
inventoried and made available to the public at http://apo-
lon.oks.org.rs. Cataloguing material has been processed ac-
cording to the applicable norms and museological standards,
while respecting the specificities arising from the area which
the museum deals with. The exceptional relevance of this fac-
ulty material has been recognized by the Olympic Solidarity
Fund, which fully supported the many years of activities on
this project.

Since the beginning of the millennium, more than 40 ex-
hibitions have been organized in our country and abroad, out
of which we want to highlight to the following: the exhibi-
tion that followed the FIFA World Cup in Germany, the exhi-
bition of the Sokol movement at the Serbian Cultural Centre
in Paris, Long Live the Life that was hosted in all the capitals of
the former SFRY states. Then, for the first time, an interactive
approach was implemented through the reconstruction of
the gym and physical education programs in the period 1950-
1990. A century of Olympism has been seen by thousands of
people, as well as the exhibition on the history of physical cul-
ture in Serbia that has been hosted in many places. Research
on workers’ sport and emergence of sports at the University
of Belgrade has been commemorated through the exhibitions
titled Worker and Lyceum barricade. Special attention has been
paid to the youngest visitors who have been trained in spe-
cialized workshops Sportrait and Ekosporti¢, where more than
two thousand children have participated so far. The Yugoslav
Cinematheque archive was handed over more than 1000
filmstrips for permanent storage and digitization, while the

staff contributed to the filming of Montevideo bog te video
and Jesen Samuraja movies. The multidisciplinary character
of the exhibition policy is best seen through the cooperation
with the Museum of Chemistry and the Institute of Sport and
Sports Medicine of the Republic of Serbia. The creative poten-
tial of sports and physical education has been demonstrated
through sports festivals held in Kosovo and Metohia, involv-
ing more than 4,000 children.

The Museum of the Faculty of Sport and Physical Education
has been included in the monographs University Heritage of
Serbia and Treasury of the University of Belgrade and in the pub-
lication Museums of Serbia. Relying on its academic nature, the
Museum has directly contributed to strengthening the net-
work of the university museums of Belgrade, while coordinat-
ing its activities with Universeum and UMAK, a body of the
international council of the museum responsible for academic
heritage.

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3.3.5. PUBLISHING CENTRE

There are no completely reliable and systematic data on
results of the publishing activities of the Faculty of Sport and
Physical Education in Belgrade during the past decades. There
are no available data on this activity for the period from 1938
to 1946. The first data on publishing activities of our institu-
tion date back to 1946.

The production in publishing activities, based on data
that were available, is presented by periods during which the
Faculty had different names:

«In the period from1946-1951 (the State Institute of
Physical Culture), 125 issues were published, with a sig-
nificant number of translations from foreign literature,
mostly dedicated to internal use, which could be expect-
ed given the beginning of work of the institution;

«In the period from 1951-1956 (Institute for Physical
Education), 23 issues were published;

«In the period from 1956-1968 (College of Physical
Education), 57 issues were published;

«In the period from 1968-1987 (Faculty of Physical
Education), 78 issues were published;

«In the period from 1987-2000 (Faculty of Physical Culture),
the total of 27 issues were published;

«In the period from 2000-2018 (Faculty of Sport and
Physical Education), 79 issues were published.

The above data show that the total number of issues was
389 and that the number of published texts varied through
periods. There are probably many reasons for this; however,
it is evident that the nineties of the 20" century adversely in-
fluenced publishing as well, given the number of published
volumes in this period.

As the publisher, the Faculty has issued a significant num-
ber of titles from almost all narrow scientific fields that are
studied at the Faculty.

This would certainly contribute to a better visibility
of our higher education institution in international academ-
ic and sports environment, and open new opportunities for
international cooperation, resulting thus in further develop-
ment of the Faculty.

All publications of the Faculty are available to students
and teachers, as well as to the public in the bookstore of the
Faculty.

3.3.5.1. JOURNAL «PHYSICAL CULTURE»

The publisher of the journal “Physical Culture” is the
University of Belgrade - the Faculty of Sport and Physical
Education.This is the oldest national journal from the scientific
field of physical education and sport / sport sciences. In its
scientific and professional scope, it covers a large number
of related scientific areas and disciplines in the region
(kinesiology, physical activity, exercise and health, science on
exercising ...). The first volume was published in 1947 under
the name “Physiculture - the journal for theory and practice of
physical culture”; while since 1950 it has been published under
the name “Physical culture”. During the last 72 volumes, a large
number of eminent researchers and professionals from the
country and abroad have published their works in the Journal.
There are a significant number of those who used to be or
are world experts and authorities in basic and accompanying
cognition areas covered by the Journal. Interdisciplinarity
and multidisciplinarity are the basic values of the Journal in
which numerous professionals, psychologists, pedagogues,
sociologists, physiologists, clinicians from different fields of
medicine, managers, historians, culturologists, philosophers,
computer scientist have published their papers. In its mission
of developing science and the society, “Physical Culture” is
an example of a journal that contributes to the promotion of
science and practice in the field of physical education, sports
and sports recreation.

Editors-in-chief were university professors: Branko Poli¢
(1947-1953), Borivoje Jovanovi¢ (1954-1956), Milos Nisavic
(1956-1973), Miladin 1li¢ (1974-1989), Bozo Bokan (1990-

Seventy-year-long production of the Journal presented
in numbers would look like this: 72 volumes, 263 issues, and
4,910 different professional and scientific papers.

In addition to the “Physical Culture” journal, the Faculty is a
publisher of another annual, scientific and professional publi-
cation - the Yearbook.

The Annals publication was a forerunner of the Yearbook
and it was released in the period between 1961 and 1977,
when the eight volumes containing papers by the Faculty’s
teachers and associates were published. The eighth volume’s
release was followed by a standstill of thirteen years i.e. un-
til 1990, when the idea was reborn to publish proceedings of
the teachers and associates’ papers. Therefore, the Yearbook
should represent: "the Faculty’s regular, periodical (annual, as
arule) and autonomous publication with its main professional
aim to present (a selection of) announcements prepared by
the Faculty’s teachers and associates on a specific topic in the
fields of physical culture and presented at a Faculty profes-
sional meeting (within the professional part of the program
on the occasion of Faculty anniversary, as a rule)”.

Since 2006, papers presented at the international meetings
held on the occasion of the Faculty Anniversary have been no
longer published in the Yearbook, however, it includes origi-
nal scientific and professional papers, excerpts from master’s
and specialist theses and doctoral dissertations as well. Since
1990, there have been 22 issues published so far.

Until 2017, in addition to scientific and professional pa-
pers, the “Faculty Chronicles” as well as the information about
defended final and graduation papers, master’s theses and
doctoral dissertations were also published in each issue,
whereby the “Yearbook” was not only a scientific journal, but
also a professional newsletter of the Faculty.
